QUESTIONS ON TEST WILL INCLUDE: 

1. Pitch Notation: you will be given 10 note names and you must write one correct note on a staff for each name
given. Only one note necessary.

2. Time Signatures: Examples will include notes and rests and time signatures with 4, 8 or 16 as the bottom
number.

3. Notation: Identify tempo and dynamics/articulation terms.

4. Two listening questions: Answer 7 to 10 checklist questions in essay form for each record played. The choice
of questions will be yours.

5. Take home essay question (to be answered at home and submitted at the time of the exam.  Must be typed):

Describe the musical characteristics (stylistic idioms) of your favorite style of music, i.e.  
instrumentation, rhythm, mood, tempo, vocal style, lyric content, etc. Also, discuss why you like 
this style AND why others might not like it. (20 points) 

(There will be a 10 point penalty if your essay is not submitted on time.)
